2.23  Under the Build, Operate, Lease and Transfer (BOLT) financing arrangements certain financial institutions provide financing f or 

the construction of buildings or purchase of furniture and equipment on behalf of the government. These institutions enter in to lease 

agreements with the respective Ministries and Departments and are paid lease rentals and other fees for the management and 

maintenance of the building etc. while occupied/used by the lessees. At the end of the lease agreements, ownership is transferred to the 

government. As at September 30, 2021 outstanding balances totalled $129,333,928.51 as presented below:

5.6  The Unemployment Fund was established by section 14 (2) of the Unemployment Levy Act, Chapter 75:03 which provides that 

the Fund shall be administered by the Minister of Finance. 

5.7  Section 14 (3) authorises the Minister of Finance to make advances from the Fund for Stipulated Purposes. Section 17 provides 

that all monies collected pursuant to the Act shall be paid into the Unempl oyment Fund. Advances made to the Unemployment Relief 

Programme from the Unemployment Fund is done pursuant to decision made by Cabinet from time to time.  

5.8  The Unemployment Fund balance of $7,874,977,304.41 presented on the Cash Basis Consolidated Statement of Assets and

5.25  The Financial Statement was not prepared in accordance with paragraphs six (6) and (7) ofComptroller of Accounts Circular No. 

13 dated July 23, 2021 as Notes to the Statement were notattached. 
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Key Statements from 2021 Standing Finance Committee  
During the Standing Finance Committee debate of 2021, the following statement was made in relation to the emp hasis of the Ministry of 

Works and Transport  for fiscal year 20229: 

�´Madam Chair, the Ministry of Works and Transport is responsible for providing physical infrastructure and transport service required for 

the social and economic development of the country. The Ministry covers maritime; aviation; coastal protection; planning and implementation of roads 

and drains infrastructure; construction; maintenance and mechanical service issues; enforcement of laws under the Motor Vehicles and Road Traffic 

Act, Traffic Wardens as well as traffic management measures. This is done via 24 units and divisions and 12 statutory agencies.  

In fiscal 2021, we saw the global economy battling a number of unprecedented challenges, such as the rapidly spreading COVID-19 pandemic 

and its impact on the international competitive markets. Despite these challenges, the Ministry of Works and Transport, in collaboration with the 

statutory agencies persevered with its commitment to provide the public with the high quality, safe and efficient infrastructure and transportation 

service.  

In this context, I would like to take a moment to commend the Ministry of Finance, the staff at the Ministry of Works and Transport and the

the impact of the global pandemic, both on the local and international economy landscape was most visible on the project implementation, effective 

billing and payment.  

In fiscal 2022, the Ministry of Works and Transport has been allocated $648.215 million allocated to undertake its public sector investment 

programme and $2.195 billion for the recurrent programme of works. It should be noted that the Ministry has a number of large infrastructure projects 

being undertaken simultaneously.  

In fiscal 2022, the Ministry remains committed to the completion of work on the remaining nine packages along the north link of the Solomon 

Hochoy Highway Extension to Point Fortin. Additionally, the Ministry is expected to complete ongoing work on the construction of the Diego Martin 

Vehicle Overpass whilst work will continue on the Churchill-Roosevelt Highway Extension to Sangre Grande and the Valencia to Toco Highway.
